“In February, 1645, the town ordered that if any whale was cast ashore within the limits of the town no man should take or carry away any part thereof without order from a magistrate, under penalty of twenty shillings. Whoever should find any whale or part of a whale, upon giving notice to a magistrate, should have allowed him five shillings…And yt [it] is further ordered that yf [if] any shall finde a whale or any peece thereof upon the Lord's day then the aforesaid shillings shall not be due or payable."
