George Washington: The First President

· On April 30, 1789, George Washington became the first president and John Adams became the first vice president
· Washington knew he was setting _______________ (traditions that future presidents would follow)

· Alexander Hamilton: Secretary of Treasury
· Henry Knox: Secretary of War
· Edmund Randolph: Attorney General

The Judiciary Act of 1789

· The first Congress disagreed on whether federal courts would replace state courts

· Compromise was reached: ______________would exist
· The Federal Court system would have

· 13 Federal ________________ Courts

· 3 Federal _________________ Courts of Appeal

· 1 ____________________ Court of the U.S. 
· State Courts remained, but Federal Courts could change state court decisions

· The 1st Chief Justice of the U.S. Supreme Court was John _________________

Bill of Rights

· Many feared a strong federal government and wanted a Bill of Rights to protect individual rights, freedoms, and liberties

· James Madison drafted a Bill of Rights. Congress passed 12, and the states ratified 10 ______________ to the Constitution, which became the Bill of Rights (the first 10 amendments)

· The 10th Amendment gave power to the _________________ in order to help prevent  the national government from becoming too powerful

The National Debt

· Washington faced a large national debt that threatened the nation’s financial reputation

· Hamilton came with a plan to build _______________ with foreign countries by paying off:
· All debt owed to foreign nations and individuals by the Confederation government
· All state debts incurred by the individual states during the war
· The opposition argued that Congress should pay foreign debt but not state debts or individual war bonds
· It would make __________________(those who bought war bonds at a discount hoping to one day profit) very rich
· Southern states generally owed much less than northern states
· Hamilton’s compromise to southern critics was: vote for my plan and we will move the national 

_________________ from New York to the South (Washington, D.C.) and temporarily to Philadelphia while it is built

Building the Economy

· Hamilton also wanted to form a national ________________(Madison and Jefferson believed the bank was unconstitutional)
· To protect American manufacturing, a _____________________(a tax on imported goods) was established protecting American goods from competition. It also raised money for the government
· South opposed the tariff since it lacked much manufacturing, but Congress approved a low tariff
· Hamilton also called for new taxes- Congress passed a series of new taxes, including a tax on 

___________________

The Whiskey Rebellion

· In 1791, Congress passed a tax on the manufacturing and sale of whiskey
· Farmers in western Pennsylvania protested, refused to pay the whiskey tax, and periodically attacked tax collectors
· In July 1794, the protests turned violent. Tax collectors were attacked and buildings set on fire

· Washington decided to crush the rebellion with ________________ to set an example that the new government was not a push over and would maintain order

Struggles in the West

· Washington worried about other European countries taking land in the west and signed treaties with 

_____________________ (to sway them to side with the Americans instead of the European nations) BUT American settlers ignored the treaties and continued to trespass

· Some Americans wanted to form an alliance with France to control the Northwest Territories
· England encouraged natives to attack American settlements and began building a military fort in Ohio

· Although the Americans lost a battle against the ___________________ people in 1791, the Americans won the Battle of Fallen Timbers and the natives surrendered most of their land

Problems with Europe

· In 1789 most Americans supported the idea of the French Revolution, but by 1793 some were skeptical and none wanted to get involved in the bloody war

· In 1793 _______________ and _______________ went to war- Americans were divided on who they supported
· The French diplomat Edmond Genêt encouraged Americans to attack English ships

· Washington responded by issuing his Proclamation of __________________
· Americans were forbidden from fighting in the war
· He banned French and English warships from American ports

· The English began a policy of ___________________- kidnapping American sailors at sea and forcing them to fight for the English navy

· Americans Tried to Negotiate Peace
· Jay’s Treaty- English would leave America but it didn’t deal with trade or impressment
· Pinckney’s Treaty with Spain- gave Americans the right to navigate the Mississippi River and trade in New Orleans
· Washington left office after 2 terms without seeking reelection- this precedent established a maximum of 2 terms for future presidents

· A foreign policy of Neutrality (near the heater)
· Leaving office after only two terms (near the teacher’s desk)

Political Parties Emerge

· By the mid-1790s two distinct political parties formed in America

· ________________
· Those who favored _______________
· Wanted a strong national government
· Constitution included broad implied powers (not specifically spelled out in the document)
· Admired England and feared France
· Nervous about giving the public too much power
· Banking and shipping
· Strongest in the Northeast and weakest in the South

· Democratic Republicans (__________________)

· Those who favored _____________________ and disagreed with Hamilton
· Wanted a limited national government
· Constitution was strictly read and included few implied powers (only what was spelled out in the document)
· Admired France and opposed England
· Feared abuse of individual liberties
· Mostly small farmers and urban workers of the Middle Atlantic States and South

The Election of 1796

· To prepare for the election both the Federalists and Republicans held __________________ (party meetings to choose their candidates)

· Federalists nominated John ___________________ for president and Charles Pinckney for vice president
· Republicans nominated Thomas _________________ for president and Aaron Burr for vice president
· In the end, Adams had 71 votes and Jefferson had 68 votes- under the Constitution at the time, it made Adams the President and Jefferson the Vice President
· This method of electing the president changed with the 12th amendment




John Adams: The Second President

· The XYZ Affair
· The French were upset by Jay’s Treaty between the U.S. and England so they began seizing U.S. merchant ships that were headed for England
· In 1797 Adams sent men to France to resolve the dispute but the French refused
· Instead the French sent 3 men to the U.S. to settle the dispute by demanding a 

________________ and a _________________
· The incident became known as the XYZ affair after the three men who requested the bribe

Alien & Sedition Acts

· As a result of the conflicts with Europeans, Americans became suspicious of ________________
· The Federalists passed strict laws to protect against aliens and those wanting to disrupt the government known as the Alien & Sedition Acts

· The Republicans responded by passing the Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions
· Declared the Acts unconstitutional

· Stating that the states could __________________, or legally overturn, any federal law that was unconstitutional

· The Federalists wanted Adams to declare war on France- he didn’t.  This essentially lost support for Adams within his own party and paved the way for Jefferson to win the next election

· ___________________ Act: required aliens to be residents for 14-years instead of 5-years to become citizens

· _________________ Acts: allowed the president to imprison aliens and to send those he considered dangerous out of the country

· _________________ Act- made it a crime to speak, write, or publish “false, scandalous, and malicious” criticisms of the government

The Election of 1800

· Federalists nominated John __________________ and Charles Pinckney

· Republicans nominated Thomas _________________ and Aaron Burr
· The result of the election was a tie, Jefferson and Burr each received 73 votes- who would become president?
· In the event of a tie- the House of Representatives voted to break the tie.  They voted __________ times and it was still tied
· Finally, on the 36th try Alexander Hamilton did not vote for Burr and Jefferson became the president

· After this disaster the ______________ Amendment was passed that required the president and vice president to run on separate ballots

Thomas Jefferson: The Third President
· Jefferson delivered his inaugural address in regular clothes
· He favored a smaller government and feared that government threatened personal liberties. He also 

favored a policy known as _________________ (let it be- let the people decide)
· Jefferson immediately reduced government spending, cut taxes, reduced the military and government

 jobs, and reduced the national ____________________
· Now government funds would simply come from customs duties (import taxes) and from the sale of western land 

The Judiciary Act of 1801

· In the last days of the Adams presidency, the Federalists in Congress passed the Judiciary Act of 1801 

and Adams began ______________________ hundreds of Federalists to newly created judicial positions before Jefferson and the Republicans took office (“_______________judges”)
· In order for the appointments to take effect, commission papers had to be delivered to the appointees.  The problem was that Adams ran out of time and several people did not get their forms before Jefferson took office

· Jefferson ordered his Secretary of State, James Madison to stop delivering the remaining commissions

· William __________________ was one of the unlucky appointees who didn’t get his commission in time

Marbury v. Madison

· William Marbury sued James Madison directly to the Supreme Court to force Madison to deliver his commission documents so that he could take his new job under the Judiciary Act

· The Chief Justice, John Marshall, wrote an opinion stating that the Supreme Court did not have 

___________________(authority) to hear the case.  He then proceeded to spell out the role of the 

Supreme Court- ________________ Review:
· (1) The Constitution is the Supreme Law;
· (2) The Constitution was to be followed if any other law conflicted with it;
· (3) The judicial branch (and Supreme Court) has the job of determining the 

___________________ of laws (whether or not they followed the Constitution )




Western Lands

· During the 1800s many settlers (mostly farmers) looked to settle in the western frontier
· They loaded __________________ Wagons, took their rifles and axes, and made the dangerous journey westward

· By 1800 the U.S. only controlled east of the Mississippi River.  The land west of the Mississippi River 

was known as the ________________ Territory and belonged to Spain

· Even though Spain controlled the region, it allowed Americans to use the Mississippi River and to trade in New Orleans

France Takes Over Louisiana

· In 1802 the Spanish stopped allowing Americans to use the Mississippi River and New Orleans. Why? It was secretly transferring the territory to ______________.

· France’s leader, Napoleon Bonaparte had plans to create an empire in the Americas
· Jefferson authorized the new minister of France, Robert Livingstone to buy the Louisiana Territory from France for $10 million
· At the same time, a slave revolt in _____________________ (on Hispaniola) led by Toussaint L’Ouverture resulted in the French leaving the island.  Now it had no need for Louisiana

The Louisiana Purchase

· Without Saint-Domingue, Napoleon had little need for Louisiana but he desperately needed 

_______________ to fight a war against England
· France decided to sell all of the Louisiana Territory for $____________ million
· Although not authorized to do so, Robert Livingstone and James Monroe quickly accepted the offer and Jefferson and the Senate quickly backed them up despite not having the direct authority in the 

___________________to purchase land
· When the sale was finalized in October 1803, the U.S. instantly doubled in size

Lewis & Clark

· Even before the Louisiana Purchase was complete, Jefferson sent men to map out lands west of the 

Mississippi River, to journal new scientific findings about new ______________ and 

________________, and to look for the northwest passage to Asia
· Meriwether Lewis and his friend William Clark led the expedition

· The crew consisted of expert river men, gunsmiths, carpenters, scouts, a cook, 2 native and French 

translators, and a slave named __________________

· Lewis and Clark left St. Louis in 1804 and kept a detailed journal with notes about their discoveries 

along the _________________ mile journey to the Pacific and back

· Along the way, a Shoshone chief gave his daughter ___________________ to the men.  She was a valuable asset to the group for her knowledge of the land, language abilities, and for relations with natives that they encountered

Zebulon Pike

· Jefferson also sent other expeditions westward
· In 1805 and 1807 Zebulon Pike explored the land between the Mississippi River and the 

_________________ Mountains in Colorado
· He learned a great deal about the Great Plains, Rocky Mountains, and the Río Grande Region

Conflict and Duel

· Federalists in Massachusetts planned to _______________, or break away, from the union after the Louisiana Purchase.  They feared losing power in the new lands to the Republicans.  The problem was 

that they needed New York to join their “Northern _________________” and turned to Aaron Burr
· Alexander Hamilton accused Burr of plotting against the country. After the accusation, Burr lost his election for governor of New York and blamed Hamilton.

· Burr challenged Hamilton to a __________________. Hamilton lost, was shot, and died the following day.

Barbary Pirates

· By 1790 American ships began sailing and trading around the world, but the journey was especially dangerous due to pirates
· On the Barbary Coast- Off the Coast of northern ________________ (Morocco, Algiers, and Tripoli) pirates frequently stopped and boarded European and American ships and demanded

 ________________(payment to ensure a safe passage)
· In 1801 the ruler of Tripoli demanded more money from the U.S. for safe passage of its ships, but the U.S refused- Tripoli then declared war against the U.S.
· By 1805 the war was over and Tripoli agreed to stop demanding tribute (little changed until 1815) however, the U.S. had to pay $60,000 for the return of its prisoners

War Between England & France

· When France and England went to war in 1803, the U.S. had a prosperous trading relationship with each of them
· Being neutral, the U.S. continued to trade with both. In 1805 England and France each put pressure on the U.S. to choose sides
· England began stopping U.S. ships and looking for “suspected _____________________”
· England ignited a small skirmish with the U.S. ship, the Chesapeake, thus violating American neutrality
· In response, Jefferson banned trade with England and Congress passed the _________________ Act 

(banning trade with all countries) and later the ___________________ Act (banning trade with only England and France)

· Neither act was successful and England simply traded with Latin America for agricultural products.  This hurt U.S. businesses

James Madison: The Fourth President

· In 1809 the Republican, James Madison, defeated the Federalist Charles Pinckney for president, but Madison inherited a difficult situation
· In 1810 Congress passed a law allowing for trade with either France or England, whichever lifted trade restrictions against the U.S. first
· The French did so but they still continued to seize U.S. ships
· Madison saw England as a larger threat

· Madison also faced increased tension with _____________ in Ohio and _________________ formed a native confederacy with 14 nations

· Governor William Henry ____________________launched a surprise attack and defeated the natives 

at the Battle of ________________- but the battle confirmed the native and British alliance
· Madison also faced pressure from the war hawks (Republicans who wanted western land and war with England)
· In spring 1812, Madison asked Congress for a declaration of war against England

The War of 1812 Begins

· Americans were unprepared for war (army of only 7,000 and state militias of 50,000-100,000 untrained 

men) and many did not support the idea of war, calling it “___________________”
· In July of 1812, General William Hull led the American army from Detroit into Canada but lost in a skirmish with natives
· General William Harrison also failed in an invasion of Canada and the Americans realized that they 

needed to control the _______________ Lakes

· On September 10, 1813 Commodore Oliver Hazard Perry defeated the British naval force at Lake Erie
· In October of 1813 the natives and British tried to sneak out of Detroit but Harrison cut them off and Tecumseh died

· Around the same time, the Americans invaded York, Canada (the Canadian ________________) and 

burned it (present day ____________________)

· In 1814 Andrew Jackson attacked and slaughtered more than 550 Creek people at the Battle of Horseshoe Bend

British Attack & The End

· In 1814, after the British defeated the French in Europe, they sent more men to America
· On August 24, 1814, the British sailed up the Chesapeake, quickly overpowered the Americans,

 marched to __________________ and burned it in retaliation for the burning of the Canadian capital (fortunately a thunderstorm extinguished the flames but the capital was badly damaged)

· After burning Washington, the British sailed to ______________.  The British faced off against the 

Americans at Fort _______________and Francis Scott Key wrote his famous poem “The 

_________________ Banner” which became the national anthem in 1931
· The British also lost on the shore of Lake Champlain in September 1814 and soon realized the war was too costly and unnecessary

· Though the Treaty of __________________was signed ending the war, the British fought and lost a bloody battle in New Orleans before finally surrendering. Andrew Jackson quickly became a military hero for the Americans

Westward Expansion & Transportation

· During the 1800s Americans began pushing farther westward to settle more abundant and 

________________ farmland
· By 1820 the U.S. had a population of 10 million and 2 million of them lived west of the Appalachian Mountains
· Roads and toll roads called _________________ were built making transportation easier but it was still dangerous
· River travel was also an option but few rivers ran east-west, it was difficult to travel upstream, and steam engines were just starting to be used

· In 1807 Robert ________________ developed the first luxury passenger __________________ to transport people between New York City and Albany.  The Clermont made the 150 mile trip in 32 hours
· By 1850 the U.S. had 700 steamboats
Canals
· DeWitt Clinton of New York developed a plan to connect ____________________ to the 

______________________ by using the Hudson River and building a canal between it and Lake Erie
· Thousands of laborers (mainly Irish) worked on the construction of the 363-mile canal

· A series of ___________________was filled with water and emptied of water at different water levels.  Ships were raised or lowered in these locks and pulled through the canal by teams of pack animals (steamboats were not permitted)
· In 1840 the canal was reinforced and tug boats pulled boats through the canal
· By 1850 the U.S. had 3,600 miles of canals

Western Settlement

· People moved westward in waves:
1. 1791-1803: led to 4 new states: Vermont, Kentucky, Tennessee, and Ohio
2. 1816-1821: led to 5 new states: Indiana, Illinois, Mississippi, Alabama, and Missouri

· ____________________ families fled towards the west and tended to settle near great rivers such as the Ohio River and Mississippi River
· People also settled near others they knew and frequently held social events together
· They knew life on the frontier wouldn’t be easy but they all wanted a fresh start

James Monroe: The Fifth President

· After the War of 1812 few political divisions existed in America and a sense of unity was felt. This was

 the ____________________.
· In the election of 1816, Republican James Monroe faced almost no opposition (Federalists barely existed as a national party)
· Monroe used his own money and went on a tour of the country
· In 1820 Monroe easily won re-election, receiving all but one electoral vote 

Sectionalism

· The Era of Good Feelings did not last long as regional differences emerged and caused conflict. Most Americans were supportive of their own region of the country
· Issues that divided the regions were: slavery, tariffs, a national bank, and transportation projects

· John C. _____________________ of South Carolina became a strong supporter of state sovereignty or state rights and opposed national projects

· Daniel ________________of New Hampshire (and later Massachusetts) supported tariffs to protect northern manufacturing

· Henry _____________ of Kentucky who was a war hawk came to support the interests of the west

The Missouri Compromise

· By 1820 regional tensions were very high and the issue of _________________ in newly admitted states caused fierce debate
· The South wanted Missouri admitted as a slave state and the North wanted it to be free
· Henry Clay came up with a compromise to ease tensions which became known as the Missouri Compromise:
· Missouri would be admitted as a ________________ state and Maine would be admitted as a 

_________________ state
· Slavery would be banned in the rest of the ___________________ Territory above 36° North latitude

The Supreme Court in Sectional Tension

· McCulloch v. Maryland
· Maryland taxed the federal bank in Baltimore
· Chief Justice John Marshall wrote an opinion stating that Maryland could not tax the bank. States could exercise their powers so long as they were not forbidden in the 

_______________________, but they couldn’t ____________________ with a federal agency
· Gibbons v. Ogden
· The court held that states couldn’t interfere with Congress’s right to regulate interstate 

____________________, thus expanding national power at the expense of the states

Foreign Affairs

· England
· U.S. and England limited military presence along the new border of Canada
· Spain
· U.S. claimed parts of West Florida and Andrew Jackson invaded East Florida. Spain negotiated peace because it didn’t want war with the U.S.

· The __________________ Treaty in 1819 gave all of Florida to the U.S.in exchange for Texas and new borders were drawn along the Texas border

· In Latin America
· Simón ____________ and later José de San _____________ led several nations to declare independence from Spain (encouraged by the U.S.)

· Miguel __________________ led a rebellion in México against Spain for racial equality and a redistribution of land.  The rebellion was defeated and Hidalgo was executed but México gained its independence in 1821


The Monroe Doctrine

· In 1822 the Quadruple Alliance (France, Austria, Russia, and Prussia) discussed helping Spain re-establish its lands in the Americas
· President Monroe issued a statement, later known as the Monroe Doctrine, on December 2, 1823

· U.S. wouldn’t interfere with ____________________ European Colonies in America

· However, North and South America “are henceforth not to be considered as subjects for future 

colonization by any _____________________powers”
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
