Feudal System Project

The feudal system, common across Europe during the Middle Ages, was essentially a system that reinforced a rigid social class structure. At the same time, it was also a highly functional system. Lords provided land and protection to serfs in exchange for work, goods, and services.


While we have discussed this system and studied the feudal pyramid in class, it is now time for you to demonstrate your understanding the structure of medieval feudalism.  You will meet in teams and your first task as a team will be to brainstorm and plan out a way to show how the feudal system worked in the Middle Ages. The catch is that your final product must demonstrate your understanding of the feudal system without the use of a pyramid or any written words. That is correct, NO WRITTEN WORDS!

You may complete this task by creating a poster demonstrating your understanding of the structure of the feudal system. In your poster you may draw, use shapes (other than pyramids), images found on the Internet, images found in magazines, etc… You may also consider skits, collages, songs, raps, or other acceptable methods of accomplishing this assignment. In the planning process you may use your class notes, feudal pyramids, flash cards, and readings. You may also take notes during the planning process, but don’t forget, your final product must demonstrate your understanding without written words. While you are encouraged to be creative, please be sure your poster accurately represents the structure and functioning of the feudal system and each level of the feudal pyramid (but don’t forget, no pyramids in the final product!).

You will meet as a group and prepare your project on Monday and Tuesday. On Wednesday, your team will present and explain your final product to me and the rest of the class. Be creative and have fun!

Your grade for this assignment will be based on the accuracy, details, and quality of your final product as well as how well you work as a team. You will also complete peer grading rubrics to rate how each of your teammates contributed to the group at the conclusion of the presentations on Wednesday.
