Each answer must also include a sufficient quantity of examples, details, and facts to support the student’s conclusion. Each answer must relate to the reading and/or other course material and demonstrate a mastery of the topic(s) studied. The answer must be free from grammatical, spelling, capitalization, punctuation, and other errors of academic English syntax. The response must be set out in a well-organized and well-thought out manner of sufficient length and detail for the particular assignment.
In order to receive a mark of (, a student must answer every part of every question assigned. The answer should be substantially correct and complete, and demonstrate evidence that the student is working towards an understanding of the topic(s) studied. Each answer should include some examples, details, and facts to support the student’s conclusion, and should relate to the reading and/or course material. The answer must be substantially free from grammatical, spelling, capitalization, punctuation errors, or other errors of academic English syntax. The response must be set out logically and be of a sufficient length and detail for the particular assignment.

A student receives a mark of (- either when: the assignment is incomplete; the answer is not substantially correct or complete; the answer does not demonstrate evidence that the student is working towards an understanding of the topic(s) studied; the answer does not include examples, details, and facts to support the student’s conclusion; the answer does not relate to the reading and/or course material; or the answer contains errors of grammar, spelling, capitalization, punctuation, or other errors of academic English syntax.
