Geography Review Assignment
Directions: 
In seventh grade you studied the significance of many geography words.  In class today we reviewed several of them.  It is now time for you to use those words creatively in an original piece of historical fiction.  It will be fiction because the story will be made up by you.  It will be historical because it will be based on a real time period in history.  
Your task is to create EITHER a poem OR a drawing properly using (in the case of a poem) or showing (in the case of a drawing) a minimum of five (5) geography terms that you learned last year.  The theme of the poem or drawing must relate to the Middle Ages.  It can include things such as kings and queens, lords and knights, castles and churches, sorcery and witchcraft, battles, kingdoms, and villages.  Once again, this is fictitious so you may make up the people, places, and storyline, but you must use the geography terms correctly.
Poem:
If you choose to do a poem, it must contain a minimum of 7-lines; it must have a title at the top; and the final version must be typed or neatly printed, and must fit onto one standard sheet of computer paper.  Please write your name on the back of your poem.  Your poem should appear visually appealing and may be displayed in the classroom.
Drawing:
If you choose to do a drawing, it must visually show your understanding of the five geography terms that you chose and you must properly label them.  Remember, your picture needs to show a scene from the Middle Ages and must have a title.  The picture must also use color and fit onto one standard sheet of computer paper.  Please write your name on the back of your drawing.  Your drawing should appear visually appealing and may be displayed in the classroom. 
Grading:


This will be your first “Projects & Essays” grade of the year.  Please be creative. Also, remember that our class website has resources on the Middle Ages if you need ideas.  Your grade on this assignment will be determined by (1) your ability to use the vocabulary terms correctly and (2) your ability to follow the assignment directions accurately.
