The American Revolution (a British point of view)

The British colonists of America have acted in a most deplorable and ungrateful manner.  Without reasonable justification, they have openly revolted against his Majesty’s officials and troops in a riotous and disrespectful display of their incorrigible and raucous nature. 

His Majesty, King George, III, is the divine ruler of Great Britain and all of its colonies and territories throughout the world.  Parliament, through the consent of the British people, has sovereign authority to enact all laws it deems proper for the good of British subjects wherever the British flag may fly.  His Majesty’s highly-trained army came to the defense of the thirteen American Colonies during the French and Indian War to protect the ungrateful colonists from repeated savage attacks in the American west.  The cost of this war exceeded 140 million pounds.  The burden of financing the war has been largely and unjustly borne by London.  It is, however, Parliament’s belief that when the royal army is dispatched for the defense of its colonies, those colonies must bear some of the financial expense of such action through taxation.  It is for that reason that Parliament has passed certain “Acts” to raise revenue, promote order, and defray the costs it has incurred.  Among these acts are the Sugar Act, the Stamp Act, and the Townshend duties.

The so-called “Intolerable Acts” were a necessary response to the destruction of certain East India Trading Company property by the colonists of Boston.  Until Boston has paid for this vandalism, which was organized and carried out by Americans poorly disguised as Indians, punishment and reprimand for the people of Boston is a reasonable course of action.

In addition, American colonial propaganda has grossly exaggerated and sensationalized the so-called Boston “massacre” (in which British soldiers were found “not guilty” by a colonial jury sitting in Boston!), in an obvious attempt to libel his Majesty and to stir up discontent and emotion in the American Colonies.

The colonists have rallied around a cry of “No Taxation Without Representation.”  Though the colonists do not have a seat in Parliament, neither do the majority of British subjects living in Great Britain! Furthermore, they are not taxed to the same extent as are British citizens living in Great Britain!  In fact, the total tax revenue generated in the American Colonies (which maintains a population of two-million), is merely 3% of its total nation income of 7 million pounds.  At the same time, the tax rate imposed in Great Britain is much higher. 

Finally, without an army or a navy, the American Colonies stand defenseless and need our support.  After all, the colonists are our family and we share a common tradition and relationship that is over 130 years and counting.  For that reason, it is prudent for Parliament to quickly and sufficiently bring the radical colonial leaders back to England to answer for their treasons.  The colonists owe the crown for the freedoms they enjoy as British subjects and to be disrespected and insulted is entirely unacceptable and must be punished.
