Thirteen Colonies Report
As we begin studying American history, it is important to understand where our ideology and ideals came from.  To this point we have focused on the exploration and discoveries of numerous European nations.  It is now time to focus on the Thirteen British Colonies of America. Those colonies include the New England Colonies (Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, and New Hampshire), the Middle Colonies (Virginia, New York, Delaware, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania) and the Southern Colonies (Maryland, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Georgia).  
Your task for the next two weeks will be two-fold.  (1) You and a partner will be responsible for learning about one of the Thirteen British Colonies and creating a PowerPoint Presentation on that colony that will be presented in class.  (2) Your other task will be to complete a Thirteen Colonies Booklet by filling in information as you read the textbook and listen to the presentations of your classmates.  This handout will cover part one, as filling out the Thirteen Colonies Booklet needs no additional explanation. 

Each block will have a minimum of two classes in the computer lab where you can supplement the readings from the text and also where you can find pictures and information for your PowerPoint.  You will also have time to create your PowerPoint in those classes.  I have uploaded a PowerPoint format that you must follow for this assignment.  You may add slides to it, but you cannot remove the slides that I have included.  These slides are there to ensure that you cover all required information.  Essentially, you are required to address all of the blanks in the Thirteen Colonies Booklet for your colony as well as providing a historical summary of your colony.  You are also required to use images in your PowerPoint presentation.  
Finally, you and your partner should practice your presentation before presenting it to the class.  A good presentation is one that is not simply read from your PowerPoint.  You should add information to each slide (much as I do when I present to you in class using a PowerPoint).  I will be announcing a presentation schedule in the next couple days, and you should be prepared to present when called upon in class. 
Finally, please see the rubric on the back explaining how you will be graded.  Please be sure to cite your sources on the Bibliography page at the end of your PowerPoint. Tonight’s homework is to begin researching your colony by completing the following individual reading assignments:
